The water quality is analysed on a weekly basis 

according to 4 criteria, namely microbiological, 

chemical, physical organoleptic and SANS 241.  

The results are captured on the National 

Database of the Department of Water Affairs and 

Sanitation. Based on the calculated average of 

these four criteria, Bergrivier Municipality 

achieved 96%.  This achievement is above the 

norm and represent excellent water quality. 

The Municipality will never provide potable water 

(purified for use in a household) if it is not safe for 

human consumption.  If the weekly results show a 

decline in water quality, the public will be 

informed and if necessary an instruction to boil 

the water before drinking will be issued.  At 

present the household water in Bergrivier 

Municipality is 100% safe for drinking from the 

tap.
